· Involve the parents: make parents feel welcome by having a translator available and making other sustained efforts to be responsive to their needs.
· Make relevant information easily available to students and their families: Use basic vocabulary and step by step tutorials for parents and students. 
· Find mentors who can speak Spanish: mentors from any background that speak Spanish can serve as bridge between home and school.
· Create an environment that creates high expectations and consistently reinforces the academic and cultural identity of the student: Bridge a rigorous academic program with the incorporation and exploration of the cultural identities of the students. 
· Be honest with the students regarding their college options: Outline obstacles but framed within a supportive lens as it relates to higher education options.
· When possible secure funding from outside sources: Explore and secure external sources of funding.
· Expose students to college life as much as possible: Immerse students in college experiences so that that fears and questions are answered.
· Create individual plans according to the options available: Customize a plan to individual needs and realities.
· Create flexibility for student needs:  Make planning and attendance of events flexible as possible; must be cognizant of time constraints of students (many have financial responsibilities). Tutors can also aid in meeting various schoolwork needs of students.
· Make yourself a presence in the community as much as possible, and as much as the school will allow: mentors should be involved in the community; builds authentic (and closer) relationships.
